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ranked place "happiness" and "state language", "external beauty” (9 r) and
instrumental -"independence" (14 r); minor value orientations for younger students
are: "beauty of art" (7.5 r), "beauty of technology” (5 r), "cheating” (1 r) and
instrumental - "empathy" (7.5 r), "confidence" (6 r), "inquisitiveness" and
"persistence" occupy the same rank place (3,5 r), "purposefulness" (ar).

Thus, terminal values turned out to be the most important for younger
students' value orientations. Instrumental values were found to be of low value in
the rankings. It can be assumed that the low place in the ranking table is due to a
lack of understanding by the investigators of the meaning of a term that
characterizes a certain value. In view of this, we can say that the cognitive
component is the dominant element in the younger students' choice of orientations
meaningful for them.
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Posmodern literature as a psychological mirror of public health

Key words: public health, posmodern literature.

The works of fiction are now used by many psychologists. The short excerpts
from these works were used to confirm a variety of theories, but mostly with an
illustrative function. It is possible to refer at least to the experience of one of the
first researchers of the psychology of crowd, M. Mikhailovsky, who relied in his
writings on relevant episodes of Lev Tolstoy's famous novel "War and Peace".
Another well-known example is K. Leonhard's book "Accentuated personalities”,
according to which the Ukrainian researcher O. Kirilova later wrote an article on
accentuated personalities on the example of the culture of Russian literary
decadence (symbolism).

However, the role of fiction in the postmodern period, characterized by the
fact that the personality of the author no longer plays a prominent role and that
such a type of literature often appears with collective authorship, in the form of
hypertext (electronic form), is not limited to illustrative function. The hypothesis of
my research is that the literature now not only reflects the psychology of society,
including psychological dimension of the public health, but also makes a significant
contribution to the development of psychological knowledge about this health,
draws attention to those features that are not yet properly researched by science.
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At present, the urgent task is to develop methodological foundations for the
study of artistic creativity as a way, or rather, a set of ways of mastering social and
psychological reality.
